Prison Re-Entry - Provides services to individuals leaving
the Michigan prison system who were identified as mentally
ill and treated during their incarceration. Upon their release,
the program provides community-based treatment and case
management services to help facilitate the participant §
successful transition to living in the community.

Pre-Booking - Serves individuals experiencing mental
illness who are facing incarceration. Community-based case
management services are provided to help avoid incarceration
or reduce the likelihood of returning to jail.

Jail Mental Health & Diversion Services - Screening,
assessment, and crisis intervention services are provided

24 hours a day, seven (7) days a week to the inmates at the
Kent County Jail. A variety of support services are offered to
inmates returning to the community to support them in the re-
entry process.

Outpatient Mental Health & Substance Abuse -
Outpatient counseling services are provided to address the
mental health, substance abuse treatment, relapse prevention
and anger management needs of children, youth, adults and
families who reside in Kent County. Services are available in
Spanish and English

Prevention & Education Classes - Family Outreach
Center offers a variety of classes to assist individuals and
families with parenting and life skills. Effective Black
Parenting: is a ten (10) week, two (2) hour series of classes
which teaches parents and others how fo raise African
American children to become healthy, proud, and capable
people. Confident Parenting: is a ten (10) week, two (2) hour
series of classes that teaches parents effective procedures
for child management. Parents learn techniques related to
rule and limit setting, mild social disapproval, praise, time-
out and special incentive programs. Anger Management:

is an eight (8) to ten (10) week, one and a half (1 1/2) hour
series of classes that teaches participants to recognize and
appropriately express their anger.

Parent Management Training Oregon Model (PMTO)

- Is an evidence-based model to help parents and caregivers
manage the behavior of the children they are responsible for. It is
designed to promote social skills and cooperation, and to prevent,
reduce or reverse the development of moderate to severe conduct
problems in children age 4 - 12.

Home Based/Family Case Management - Intensive in-
home therapy, in both English and Spanish, is offered to children
between the ages of five (5) and seventeen (17) with severe
emotional and behavioral problems due to their condition and
related family problems. The child identified and the immediate
family are provided with counseling, a variety of support, and
extended services in order to reduce the symptoms and stabilize the
living environment.

Project C.H.IL.L. (Children receiving Help In Living and Learning)

- Is an after school and summer prevention program for children
between the ages of six (6) and twelve (12), whose parents are
receiving mental health services through Family Outreach Center
or another network 180 behavioral health program. The program
is designed to address the developmental and emotional needs of
children of mentally ill parents/caregivers through a variety of
group and family activities that promote healthy interactions.

School Based Outreach - Outreach counseling and group
services are provided to at-risk school aged children attending the
Grand Rapids Public and several surrounding suburban school
districts and their families. The goal of this early intervention
program is to assess and refer the children identified who have
behavioral health needs to community-based support services.

Taraji (Faith and Hope) - Is a community-based outreach
program designed to bridge the gap that often exists between the
mental health system and the church community. Services are
available that incorporate the principles of faith and traditional
counseling methods.
